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This is a three-year research project to investigate online learning, assess its potential impact for homeless people and provide guidance and advice for learners, trainers and training providers about how to make the best use of online learning. The project is carried out by the Resource Information Service (RIS) on behalf of Off the Streets into Work (OSW), who receive funding from the Community Fund to make the project possible. One of the aims of this project is to monitor the many developments in online learning in the statutory and commercial sectors and to evaluate them for use by homeless people and agencies working with them. 

The publication 'Learn Online' is the first product of the Online learning research project and is intended as a guide and instruction manual to online learning. This guide aims to answer the following key questions: 

What is online learning? 

Can online learning have a real impact on the OSW partnership? 

How should online learning be introduced into the work of the OSW partnership?
